Liturgy is the work
of the people and is always influenced by our humanness, but in the end God is still praised and we are still
fed as we partake in a most amazing and generous gift -the body and blood of His Son!

Reflections on Today’s Readings October 25 Thirtieth Sunday in Ordinary Time

Ist Reading: Jeremiah 31:7-9.

"They departed in tears, but I will console them
and guide them; I will lead them to brooks of water,
on a level road, so that none shall stumble."
Jeremiah prophesied first to the Northern Kingdom.
Later, after they had been defeated and deported by
the Assyrians, he used their experiences to warn the
Southern Kingdom that they faced the same fate
unless they reformed their ways. Here he tells the
people of the North to "Shout with joy!" The Lord
is going to deliver His people. He will gather all of
them from the ends of the earth; the "blind and the
lame......the mothers and those with child." When
the Southern Kingdom fell to the Babylonians,
Jeremiah expanded his prophecy of redemption to
include them.

Psalm 126:1-2, 2-3, 4-3, 6.

"The Lord has done great things for us; we are
filled with joy." The Psalmist sings for joy at the
"great things" the Lord has done for His people:
"Then our mouth was filled with laughter."

2nd Reading: Hebrews 5:1-6.

“Even Christ did not glorify Himself with the
office of high priest; he received it from the One
who said to Him, ‘You are my son; today I have
begotten you.’” Paul speaks of Christ’s call to the
priesthood as coming from God. But, even though
God called Him as His Son, Christ has, in His
humanity, the full understanding of the difficulties
and weaknesses of man. His greatness lies in the
sacrifice He offers in atonement for our sins. He
first offers Himself in ministry to try to bring His
Father’s message of love to His people. Then, when
the people refused to accept His message, He died
once for all, for all people, by accepting the agony
of the Cross in obedience to His Father's will. God

desires that all people be saved and He sent His
only Son to bring His desire to fruition. There is
not one person in all the world who has ever lived,
who is living now, or who will live in the future,
for whom Jesus did not die.

Gospel: Mark 10:46-52.

Jesus enters Jericho, just a few miles north of
Jerusalem. His spiritual journey is almost over.
The blind beggar, Bartimaeus, recognizes Jesus as
the Messiah of prophesy from the house of David.
Though people tried to quiet him, he persisted until
Jesus called him over. When Jesus asked what he
wanted, Bartimaeus answered, "Rabboni, I want to
see."

The sons of Zebedee, James and John, in last
week's reading, had eyes to see Jesus physically,
but not to see the spirituality of His message.
Bartimaeus, who cannot see Jesus physically, has
the faith to see Him spiritually. Perhaps, in this
regard, his blindness was an asset. Jesus replied,
"Be on your way! Your faith has healed you."

Oftimes, the loss of one of our senses, while
keenly felt, finds compensation in the greater
sensitivity of those senses remaining. Sometimes,
though, our senses betray us. They make us aware
of all that surrounds us and the messages they pick
up can be distracting. Jesus went into the desert to
shut out the world and concentrate on who He was
and what His role was to be, but the devil was
there trying to distract Him from His mission. If
we, like Bartimaeus, could shut out the physical
world around us and concentrate on seeing the
spirituality of Jesus, we could more effectively
discern our inner selves and determine the path we
should follow in our lives. We could have the faith
to move mountains!
