Brief History of the Psalm:

We have experienced in our time the reawakening of the role of
cantor in community worship. The cantor's role is of extremely
ancient origin, pre-dating the birth of Christ. With origins in the
Jewish tradition, the cantor, or precentor (hazan) was also known
under the title shaliah tzibbur, meaning "the delegate of the
congregation.” The function of the cantor, known in the most
ancient Palestinian and Babylonian synagogues, was to aid in
singing the psalms and other prayers of the service.

According to Donald Grout in his History of Western Music,
"Among the Hebrews, psalms were sung in alternation between a soloist (cantor) and the
congregation; one form of alternation, which later became important in Christian liturgy (was)
responsorial psalmody," wherein the cantor sang the verses, the congregation replying with an
unchanging refrain derived from a verse of the psalm or simply an alleluia.

Over time psalmody between the readings became a highly stylized art-form, the singing of
which was delegated to the cantor or choir. According to Stephen Redmond, SJ, in The Mass
through Time, "The whole was also drastically shortened from a full psalm to one verse. Later
still it became a duet during which the singers stood on the ambo or platform used chiefly for
the reading of Scripture. They did not stand on the top level (that was reserved for the reading
of the gospel) but on the steps (gradus), and the chant became known as the gradual."

The gradual developed for many centuries and produced many of the finest examples of
Gregorian chant. The chant was restored to its original significance as a responsorial psalm by
the Second Vatican Council. The role of cantor then, as delegate of the congregation, became
more important as the gradual was taken from the choir and returned to the congregation.

Liturgical Catechesis I LENT

Each liturgical season brings its own distinctive vocabulary. The Church sets the season of Lent
distinctly apart from the rest of the liturgical year. Some differences are general, like the
abandonment of the acclamation, "Alleluia”’, and the use of the color violet; some apply to the
Mass, some apply to the Liturgy of the Hours, and some occur during the RCIA rituals. All of
these changes, combined with homiletic focus, church decoration (or lack thereof), and music
selections, should make the congregation keenly aware that this season is special, and should turn
our minds to Lent's two-fold theme of “repentance” (to feel sorrow, ask forgiveness, and to
change) and “baptism”. Everything about Lent, its colors, Scripture, music, rites and liturgies,
should assist us in this self-reflection.

The most universal liturgical change during the season of Lent is the rubric that strikes the use of
"Alleluia"” from any and every celebration. Both Advent and Lent share the same liturgical color,
and both omit the “Gloria” from the seasonal Masses, but only Lent forbids the use of

"Alleluia "—before the Gospel at Mass; at the Introductory Verse for Morning Prayer and Evening
Prayer; in any other text, including choral music, vocal music and hymns. “Alleluia” or “Hallelu-
vah” is of Hebrew origin, meaning "Praise Yahweh”. It occurs in Scripture, particularly in the
Psalms, and is associated with joy and festivity.

The seasonal color for Lent is violet, and any liturgies "of the season” (i.e. Sundays and weekdays
of Lent) require this color, with the exception of Laetare Sunday (the 4th Sunday of Lent) when
rose-colored vestments are traditionally worn. Laetare means “Rejoice” in Latin, and the entrance
antiphon is from Isaiah 66:10-11, which begins “Laetare, Jerusalem” or “Rejoice, O Jerusalem”.
Laetare Sunday has traditionally been viewed as a day of celebration, on which the austerity of
Lent is briefly lessened. The passage from Isaiah continues, "rejoice with joy, you that have been
in sorrow," and on Laetare Sunday, the purple vestments and altar cloths of Lent are set aside, and
rose ones are used instead. Flowers, which are normally forbidden during Lent, may be placed on
the altar. Traditionally, the organ was never played during Lent, except on Laetare Sunday. The
point of Laetare Sunday is to provide us encouragement as we progress toward the end of this
penitential season.

During Lent the altar is not to be decorated with flowers, and the use of musical instruments is
allowed only to support the singing (exceptions: Laetare Sunday, solemnities, and feasts).

Organ preludes and postludes should be conspicuously lacking from Lenten liturgies. One might
take this rubric a step further by exploring the use of a cappella music (without instrumental
accompaniment) with choirs and most particularly with the congregation. The recessional hymn is
not a part of the official liturgy, which ends with the dismissal (“The Mass is ended” ... “Thanks
be to God”). Dismissal with a Closing Song sung without any accompaniment, to dissonant bell
tones, or in silence, model the stark reminder at the end of Mass that the Lenten season calls for
interior reflection and change. Here at Saint Irenaeus, to mark this special seasonal character, we
will be dismissing to dissonant bell tones throughout the season of Lent.
